The Odyssey – a long journey to try to return home or in your case to pass English!

To help make your odyssey through this epic poem easier, you will be divided, randomly, into two or three teams/tribes.  It will be the job of your tribe to complete specific assignments which coincide with Odysseus’s journey and his desire to return home.  At the conclusion of each part, your group will decide, by secret ballot, the most important player.  Those players, one from each team, will be awarded a “free essay question” pass on the test.  This pass will give automatic points for one essay question.  In case of a tie on a team, each player will receive half of the points to be used as bonus for the test.

In order to be voted the most important player, you must:

· Have all assignments completed on time

· Be able to discuss the story in detail

· Provide leadership and guidance to the group

· Keep members on task

Group Activities:  as a group, you will need to complete the following:

· Any study guides or points of discussion brought by the teacher

· The reading of the stories

· Informational Power Point

· Poster size map of Odysseus’ journey

· Presentation in Talk Show format of one of the episodes approximately 10 minutes in length.  
· Create movie poster with trailer with at least two different scenes. 
***All group members must contribute to at least two different group activities.**
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Directions for Presentations:

Your group will be responsible for presenting two stories from the text.  One must be from Odysseus’ journey, and the second will be from Part II, Odysseus’ return to Ithaca.  All group members must have an active role in one of the presentations.  If you don’t participate, you will receive a 0 for this assignment.

One of the presentations needs to be “Oprah Style”.  You will need to have a talk show with the characters from Part One and explain what transpires throughout the story.  Questions for Oprah must be prepared in advance with the completion of a general script.  People acting out the characters must know the answer and be ready to answer follow-up questions from the audience.  The script does not need to be word for word – just a list of questions for the talk show host and a brief answer which will be elaborated on during the presentation.  The presentation must be a minimum of 10 minutes with appropriate costumes.  These can be very minor – an article representing the character: ex. Poseidon could have shark pin or something else representative of the sea
The second presentation will be a movie trailer.  This must a minimum of two minutes in length and a maximum of four minutes.  It should portray two different scenes.  This must be taped with appropriate costumes and props.  After the completion of the trailer – each actor must complete a two minute mock interview – explaining the following:

How did you enjoy portraying this character?


What was you favorite part of the movie? 


What did you learn by playing this character?

If you had creative freedom, what would you add to the movie or characterization?
